Rules and Regulations 
 

Times 
The Ping Pong Shoot starts January 29, 2011 at 9:00a.m.  Prize Draw starts at 5:00 p.m. 
 

Fee 

The cost is $50.00 per person.  (Limited to only 192 Shooters). 
 

Contestants 
The shoot is open to everyone that can shoot their bow on the 20 yard lanes. 
 

Bow Style 
Only Traditional and Compound Bows are permitted in the shoot. 
 

The Ping Pong Ball Shoot 
Contestants are allowed to shoot up to 3 arrows in 2 minutes.  (Make sure you mark your 
arrows.) There will be three lines of 8 shooters per Set (24 Shooters).  Shooters will have 4 

minutes to retrieve their arrows and receive Entry Slips and/or Prize Cards from the Judges.  
Each Arrow that completely passes through a standard Ping Pong Ball is entitled to fill out one 

Entry Slip toward the Prize Draw.  Shooters are responsible for depositing their Entry Slips 
into the Draw Box.  Each Arrow that completely passes through a Prize Card, get what’s 
written on the card.  (Not all Cards have prizes.)  Prize Cards can be presented to the Front 

Counter to receive that prize anytime during the day of the shoot. 
 

The 50/50 Steel Target Shoot 
About every 90 minutes, depending on the number of participants, Shooters will have an 

opportunity to shoot the “Steel Target”.  Shooters pay $5.00 to shoot one arrow at a Steel 
Target with a hole in it.  Shooters that hit the Target Zone carry on to the next stage where 
the size of the target get smaller.  This continues until only one Shooter is successful.  That 

person wins half of the money paid into the 50/50 Steel Target Shoot. 
 

Lunch Break 
At about 1:00 p.m. Shooting will stop for Lunch. Shooting will start again at 1:30 p.m.  Sharp. 
 

Protests. 

All protests will be handled by the Judges.  All decisions of the Judges are final. 
 

Prize Draw 
At 5:00 p.m. all shooting will stop and the Prize Draw will take place.  All Entry Slips put into 

the Draw Box will be used in the Prize Draw.  A Prize will be announced and an Entry Slip will 
be drawn.  Prizes are awarded as is, no exchanges, no returns, no cash value. 
 

General Information

Competition with or without reason. Competitors will act in a positive and safe manner
